ago. 

There has been a 125%
increase in the quarterly value of 
building permits issued since our 
lowest point in Q1 11.

Building permits continue to exhibit the dramatic volatility that 
has been the history of this component of our Index.  Up, down, 
up, down is the historical trend, even with our seasonally adjusted 
numbers.  

The good news is that permits are up 5.9% from a year ago and 
the long term trend is still favorable.
