Transient Occupancy Tax confinues a very strong
recovery, up another 9.6% in Q3 15. TOT revenue
was $376,745 after seasonal adjustment, up 32.6%
from a year ago and up 85.3% from our recession
low of Q4 09. When compared to our pre-recession
level of 2007, TOT is currently up 68.4%.

This is now the seventh quarterin a row TOT revenue
has increased after seasonal adjustment. With this
consistently strong performance, we expect this
component to remain strong in the following
quarters.
