Woodland Sales Tax revenue in Q4 15 has increased 
$67,512 from Q3 15. This quarter’s upward trend is the 
first increase since Q3 14. 

Total Sales Tax revenue for 2015 was over $8.8 million, 
up 53.3% from total gross revenue in 2007. Woodland 
sales tax continues to stay above average since the 
index started in Q1 07. Revenue in Q4 15 brought in 
$342,147 greater than the average revenue since 2007.    

Looking forward, the first quarter has increased 3 out of 
the 4 previous years. With this, we plan to see a strong 
Q1 16.
